The El Salvador Outreach in January went well; though we only had 2 Americans join us:
David & Tim Hedberg from Oveida, FL. This father/son team was a blessing, especially
ministering in the outdoor street meetings with the children and in door-to-door
evangelism.

You can tell who Tim & Dave are, can't you? There were many open hearts who responded to God.

There were over 1,000 people who received Christ or rededicated their lives to Him,
including a number of practicing witches and people who were very influential in the
world of darkness — now learning to be soldiers of the light. Praise God! The 40+
national pastors we worked with are contacting these new converts and encouraging
them to become part of a discipleship program....the churches are growing and the
Word continues to go out into El Salvador.

One thing that encouraged my heart was to see a bus load of brothers from Nicaragua
who came to work in this evangelistic event. Last July when we were in Nicaragua
there was a group from El Salvador who had come there to work. We are seeing a



great unity growing among the brothers in these nations and | believe this is one of the
fruits of our Pastors' Conferences....God is knitting hearts for His purposes in Central
America.

Our annual PASTORS' CONFERENCE is going to be held in Nicaragua this year!
Because the majority who came last year came from there, and we have to pay for their
transportation, food & housing, we felt it would be a wise decision if we take the confe-
rence there instead, and the brothers from Guatemala or El Salvador can go there. It
will be July 7-9 in Matagalpa, Nicaragua.

We are looking for medical folks to go with us, as we would like very much to do
medical clinics at the same time. These clinics not only meet physical needs of the
people, but prayer with each one is the major reason we do them....we see many come
to Jesus through this ministry. We are most in need of a doctor to accompany us,
because we cannot do these without one. If you know any who could come for this
short trip, please advise us as soon as possible. Please pray that this need will be met!

He and his wife,
Kathy, are praying about coming back to
SOJ to serve on a long term basis.
Please pray with us for them as we all
seek the Lord for His plan.
